Fees:


$85.00 per scout.  Make checks payable to the Ward (Other - Scout Camp)



Wards pay the Stake.

Check-in:

Check-in time is from 9:00 - 10:00 AM on Monday.  




Upon arriving, someone will be there to brief your troop.

Firewood:

There is some firewood at the Campsite.  Each troop will be responsible for




collecting or providing their own firewood for cooking and campfire needs.

Water:
The Stake will provide a big water tank that will be available for filling troop containers.  Each troop should have plenty of water available at their campsites so that scouts can fill up as needed.

Safety:


Safety is the responsibility of everyone.  Safety should be taught with each




scouting skill.  Scouts should show respect to the rights of others and




avoid conflict between themselves and other troops.

First Aid:  

Every troop should have a first aid kit available at their campsite.  Every

scout should also have a personal first aid kit as part of their hiking and camping gear.

Garbage:

All troops are responsible for their own garbage.  Do not leave anything




behind.  The area should be cleaner than when we arrive.

Uniform:

Uniforms are a very important part of scouting for both leaders and boys.




All scouts and leaders should be in Class A uniform upon arriving.  At

combined dinners, morning devotionals, and campfire programs.  During other activities, Class B uniforms are acceptable according to Troop determination.  

Medical 

Every scout must have a medical consent form filled out and signed by a

Consent Forms:
parent or guardian with the Scout Class 3 Medical Form signed by a doctor.  

Tour Permit:

All troops must have their own tour permit signed by the Council Office.

11 yr. old Scouts:
The 11 yr. old Scout Patrol is not invited to Scout Camp.  Scouts turning 12 over the summer or entering the 7th grade in the fall are invited to attend. 

Camping:

This is low-impact camping, and all camping is based around that concept.




Campsites should be simple, clean, and organized.  

Totin' Chit:

Every scout should have the "Totin' Chit" card.  Every scout will be



 
required to carry it during the scout camp.  It basically says that the scout has




learned the safe way to handle an ax, knife or saw.  Refer to the Boy Scout




Handbook, pg. 85, for details. 

Troop Equipment:
Each troop should bring its own equipment, including tents, food, water,




cooking and personal gear. 

Flags:


Each troop  should have a flag pole in camp with an American Flag.  Troop

flags are optional.  Every Patrol should have a Patrol Flag.
Not To Bring:

Radios, cassettes, compact disks players, TV's.   No fireworks or




firearms of any kind.

Scoutmasters
The Scoutmasters and Adult Leaders are there as a resource person and is not there to do the cooking or personally set up and take down the campsites.  They are mainly there to help motivate and encourage the boys. They may also be in charge of teaching a merit badge or in directing a special activity.

Ribbons:
Each troop attending Scout Camp will receive a participation ribbon of either blue, red or white based on their total score.
